Questions to Ask Your Student

About Weather and Water

Research shows that talking about academic subjects at home increases students’ achievement. You don’t need to know a lot about science to talk with your student about what they’ve been learning. Try asking your student some of these questions. These questions aren’t meant to have one right answer, but rather to be open-ended discussion starters.

Early in the unit, ask:

What is some interesting or exciting weather you remember happening?

What have you learned about air?

Do you think there is weather on the moon?

What can you tell me about the weather measurements you have been doing?

What questions do you have about weather?

Toward the middle of the unit, ask:

What have you learned about water vapor in the air?

What have you learned about evidence in science?

What do you know about the water cycle?

Where does the water that falls as rain come from? How did it get there?

What happens to the water from rain after it hits the ground?

Near the end of the unit, ask:

What does water have to do with weather?

What kind of precipitation did your group investigate? What did you find out?

What have been some of your favorite activities in science class?

What have been some of your favorite science books that you’ve read?

What are some things that meteorologists do? How have you been like a meteorologist in your class?
